All-Star Team Selection

1. League supervisor will contact all managers and assistant managers to set a mutually agreeable time and place for All-Star team selection(s).

2. All-Star Manager (head coach) will be selected by league supervisor, after balloting has taken place.  If two All-Star teams are approved for a league, the league supervisor will also select the All-Star Manager (head coach) by for the second team.

3. Nominations of players for the All-Star team(s) will be taken from from league managers and assistant managers only.

4. Each manager of league teams (or assistant managers, if manager is not present) will submit ONE ballot with his/her top selections.

5. At the discretion of the league supervisor and League Managers, tournament roster will be filled with a minimum of 12 players and a maximum of 15 players.  The number of players agreed to be selected for the tournament team will be announced prior to voting.  This rule and and its process will also apply for leagues having more than one tournament team.

6. Votes will be tallied by league supervisor and at least two other league coaches.  It is mandatory to have another Board Member present to tally votes.

7. If two All-Star teams are approved by the Board for your league, steps 1 through 6 should be followed for the first team, then steps 1 through 6 followed for the second team.

8. If two or more players recieve the same number of votes in balloting, a "tie breaker" ballot will be cast by the managers of league teams (or assistant managers, if manager is not present) for the remaining tournament roster positions. Only those players that tied in voting should be on the "tie breaker" ballots.  If another tie occurs, a coin toss or other impartial method, will determine which player(s) fill out the tournament roster.

9. Once Tournament teams are selected, results will be announced at the All-Star selection meeting.

10. League Supervisor and Manager of All-Star team(s) will then select Assistant coach and Business Manager.

11. Manager, Assistant Manager and Business Manager will then notify All-Star selections.

12. Managers, Assistant Managers, and Business Managers should be well versed on the Tournament Rules (blue pages) of the Official PONY Rule book before beginning Tournament play.

13. MYBS will provide at no charge, an All-Star Shirt and hat to All-Star players and Coaches.  These tow items are theirs to keep.  Some leagues may loan and additional jersey and /or pants that must be returned after tournaments conclude.  Socks, belts, etc. are not provided by MYBS.

Note:  Managers should stress to the players and their parents, the importance and honor of being selected to the All-Star Tournament team(s).  Managers should promote the 

T-E-A-M concept and make sure that all involved understand that being selected does not guarantee playing time.  From the beginning, coaches are urged to have parents commit to making a good faith effort to attend all tournaments, should the team(s) advance to the next level of play.
