Information for ALL Leagues
1. Fields are not to be used for practice after they have been lined for games.  It is a tremendous job to keep the fields lined for games, so please cooperate and inform your players.

2. Equipment is expensive.  Take good care of it and see that your players do the same.  Helmets, bats, and gloves are not to be thrown.  Umpires have been instructed to take disciplinary action.

3. Please observe all safety rules carefully.  All players must wear helmets at bat, on the bases and when coaching.  Boy's leagues must wear hats at all times, while in the field.  Male catchers will wear cups, but all boys should be urged to wear this protective equipment.  Shirt tails must be kept inside pants at all times unless the shirts are designed to worn outside.

4. Please impress upon your players the importance of not climbing on fences.  It is your duty as a coach and their duty as a participant to tell others who they see violating this.

5. Please stay off the fields when they are too wet to play or practice.

6. The Board will approve all managers and assistant managers of Tournament teams in each league.  League managers will select all-Star teams.

7. Remember this is a program to help young people, not make managers.  Teach what baseball/softball you can, but teach sportsmanship at all times.  Respect decisions, the umpire's decision is final at all times except in rule interpretations, so know your Rule Book.

8. No player will be dropped or added to any team roster except through the League Supervisor.

9. No one is to be in the press boxes except scorekeepers.

10. Please remember at all times that this is primarily a Recreation Program to give all young people an opportunity to develop to the greatest extent possible for them as individuals.  We are interested in young people and what baseball and softball can do for them, through our guidance, to make their lives happier and healthier.

11. Your League Supervisor is your contact with the baseball and softball organization.  Please use him/her as your first contact when problems arise.  All equipment will be obtained through them.

12. Batting practice must be taken only at home plate.  The batter must be in the batters box.  No batting from the backstop.

13. Managers, parents, or umpires who wish to smoke are to leave the playing field or dugout.  Tobacco will not be allowed in the dugout or on the playing field.

14. All equipment should be returned to the League Supervisor on the last game of the season.  Equipment needs for the following season should be given to the League Supervisor.  Keep track of your equipment; you are responsible for it.

15. Shoes with metal spikes or metal cleats are prohibited except for Colt League.

16. The Marion Park District prohibits liquor from the park grounds.

17. All managers and assistant managers are first approved by the Board upon recommendation from the League Supervisor.

18.  A player that throws their bat with enough force to injure the catcher, umpire or the batter on deck, shall be warned. (The player on the bench shall be warned also) The next incident will result in the batter being called out. The play will be a dead ball, no runners can advance.
