Team Selection Rules
1. Returning players will be assigned to the same team.  Exception: If League Supervisor feels that an imbalance of teams would exist after picking, league supervisor may re-pick entire league but must be approved by the MYBS Board prior to doing so.  League Supervisor should explain to the Board why it would benefit the program to re-pick the teams.

2. Manager and Assistant manager's son/daughter will be protected through the second round.

3. If requested by the parent, players that reside in the same household should be placed on the same team.  All other special requests will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis.  A parent's request that their child be placed on a specific team will usually be denied.

4. Numbers will be drawn from a hat to determine draft order.  Player selections will begin with #1.  The last team will pick two players, and in reverse order, work back to #1.  (3 round example:  1234, 4321, 1234 until all teams are filled).

5. Every effort should be made to balance teams by age.  It is strongly recommended to pick available first year players until they are depleted, then draft available second year players until list is depleted.  The goal is to have approximately the same number of first year players and approximately the same number of second year players on each team.
6. Late sign ups will be assigned by the league supervisor to teams with the fewest players.

7. Mustang League and above will re-pick teams every year in both boys and girls leagues.  Pinto and Shetland will not unless league supervisor feels it is appropriate.
